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KINETON PLAYGROUP & KASC SESSIONS 
FEES AND FUNDING SUPPORT
3 & 4 Year Old Funded Hours, or ‘Free’ / ‘Paid For’ Hours

15 hours or Universal funding – eligibility based on child’s age
All children are eligible for up to 15 hours funding per week from the start of the term after their third birthday.  Application is paper-based through forms we will give you at playgroup.
At Kineton Playgroup, these funded hours may only be accessed between 9am and 3pm, in session blocks (ie 9am to 12noon, 12noon to 3pm or 9am to 3pm).  Parents may book and pay fees for additional sessions over the 15 hours at playgroup, or any sessions at kasc.
Up to 30 hours – eligibility based on employment & income, in work households 
Eligibility is based on employment and income criteria where all parents living in the household earn more than the equivalent of 10 hours per week at the appropriate National Living Wage or National Minimum Wage (those under the age of 25).  Application is direct by parents online through HMRC.
These hours may be used for any playgroup sessions between 9am and 3pm (as above); they must be used for playgroup sessions before kasc hours but any ‘left over’ hours may be used for kasc sessions between 3.30pm and 6.00pm.  

Parents may book and pay fees for breakfast club (8am to 9am), playgroup/kasc handover times (3pm to 3.30pm) and any additional kasc hours (including holiday club).
Early Years Pupil Premium – eligibility based on receipt of income based credit, low income households OR children who are or have been looked after
Income: eligibility is based on income criteria for families in receipt of income based child tax credit or universal credit. Application is paper-based through forms we will give you to sign at playgroup.
Looked after children: all children who have been adopted or subject to special guardianship are automatically eligible; no application should be necessary.

Government support for fees

Tax-free childcare 
Under this system all parents may join and pay into a childcare account which is then added to by the government at a rate of 20p for every 80p paid in up to a specified maximum.  Money from that account may then be used to pay for registered childcare providers such as playgroup.
It is important to take advice on how this system interacts with childcare vouchers and with other tax credits, and to work out which is best. 

Universal credit (new and existing claims); child tax credit & working tax credit (existing claims)

You may also be able to claim help towards childcare costs under one of the above credits.  
Childcare vouchers (closed to new members)

Although these schemes are now closed to new members, you may be a member of your employers’ existing childcare voucher scheme.  This is where parents set aside a specified amount per month out of their gross pay – ie before deducting tax and National Insurance – which they then use to pay for childcare.  You cannot use both childcare vouchers and tax-free childcare (see below).

Again, it is important to take advice on how these vouchers interact with other tax credits, and to work out which system would best for your own family circumstances.
